The Life Skills Lab will support the mission goals regarding
persons served. The lab will be used to teach life skills to
adults with disabilities. The transformative space will be
set up as a model studio apartment where clients will
practice cooking, cleaning, laundry, shopping, menu

planning, budgeting, and decision-making.

In addition to the model apartment space, there will be a
classroom and model grocery store where clients will gain
experience in shopping on a budget. A register will be set up
in the model grocery store providing the clients an opportu-
nity to practice what they've learned from the money

management training.

Replace lay-in ceiling tiles and lights in all spaces
Provide intuitive wayfinding and placards with braille
